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No Home, No Job, No Vote!

t's many years since the fall of the Apartheid system, but South Africa’s old rag
I steeotypes linger on acdimg to activists dm Durban's rapidly @wing shack
dwellers' movement, Abahlali baseMjondolo. “The whites used to say that béac

lazy, stupid, drunkas, whatevgrsays one spokesman RidHithouse, "Now everyong Jier this year

says the same about shack dwellers."

Shack settlements have always been a part of South Africa's urban landseapsy P
such settlements wegncouraged by the Aparthesdime as a cheap solution to hous|
ing its poor black and coloed workfoce on the outskirts of the cities. Batent years
have witnessed rising frustration amongst tlesidents as Ion?-awaited ioy@ments
promised by their new ANC masters have failed to materialiss, whilst conditions ir
settlements worsen by the day.

One ANC councillor found that his bken ppmises to the shack dwellersiedrhim a
stinging ebuke as his constituents rallied together garse his funerala¥oob Baig
had long pomised esidents of Durban's Kennedy Road settlement a tiny patch of
municipal land adjacent to their oeeswded settlement, wieesnly six temporary tei
lets service thousands e$idents. But when at the last minute the council decided
sell the land foredevelopment, years of pent-up frustration eruPted and Baig himsg
(an ANC councillor who owes his rise to power to the voters of Kennedy Road) c
the riot police, thexby criminalizing his most needy constituents. He alsatined fur
_therlr_estrictions in essential services and plannediraprents if they did not fall back
into line.

His funeral went ahead whether he liked it or not, and Baig's untimely demise wo
appear to have caught the imagination of shack-dwelleugifwut Durban as the fol
lowing months saw a long odee epidemic decimate its ieasingly anxious political
class. What rapidlty became apparhowevemwas that this new movement was not
going to limit itself to mez gestue and the same period saw the gerare ofabust
new methods of political ganisation with a concertedat by Abahlali baseMjondolo
to construct a dynamic people's democracy.

Spokesmendm the movement arclear what they mean by a people's democracy.
final element of their slogan 'No Home, No Job, NteV/ they explain, does neffer
to the disenfranchisement of the shack dwellers.draritr Along with the funerals it
communicates their disillusionment with the post-Apartheid political system; with {
process of democratiemesentation as it stands; and their withdraveah fthe sham of
South Africa's emgent democracy. For Abahlali baseMjondolo this is an active wit|
drawal - with the space opened up rapidly being filled with new modes of politioal
isation. On the grund this means that solutions to shack-dwellerlsigms a being
developed and ganised by the shack-dwellers themselves, on their mankgmway of
a dynamic system of radically democratic communggirosation. Their politics is
refreshingly jagon free, designedaim the outset to be accessible wirary people and
not just their self-styled middle-clagsesentativesedtimony to their success is the fg
that shack-dwellers themselves occupy most of the key positions ingér@sation,
whilst at the same time welcoming support and practical leetpdutside sowes. The
processes themselvesiatbued with a sense of dignity andesrand for the moment
appear to be working, at least imtsrof galvanising and ultimatelyganising neigh
bouring communities. And in spite of &émious policegpession Abahlali baseMjondol
appears to be @wing.

One other notable development is that the movement has alenbwith the NGO's
and charities such as th@Nd Bank esponsible for administering intational aid in
South Africa, accusing them of bringing back the Apartheid zoning systefechyedy

While these a the
most olvious tage for an antifascist campaign,
many policies ppmoted by other parties a&
equally fascist in nater, and demand an appr
priate reaction. The media is also gyilof push
ing farright ideology (the tabloid gatment
the issues suounding refugeesdr example) and
their actions dten fall within the emit of an
anti-fascist gpup. e should oppose fascist ide
ology whateer its souce. Equally fascism is
often used as a synonymorfracism. Racism is a
tool frequently emplged by fascist megements,
but it is important to be avare that fascists can
be non-racist and indeed most racistseana
fascists. While our major tge is fascism, &
must be avare that bigdry in all forms (racism,
sexism, homophobia, te) needsd be fought,
whether it comes fom the mouths d fascists

or from elsavhere.
